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SAME Code
Gives Accurate
Weather
Warnings

weather radio is an impor-

tant item to have during se-
vere weather season. The National
Oceanic Atmospheric Administra-
tion (NOAA) suggests purchasing a
NOAA Weather Radio All Hazards
(NWR) with the Specific Area Mes-
sage Encoding (SAME) receiver for
your home.

A weather radio with the SAME
coding allows you to program your
county into the radio. This pro-
vides for more accurate warnings
of the area.

A programmed NWR SAME re-
ceiver will turn on for that message
for the specific area, with the lis-
tener hearing the 1050 Hz warning
alarm tone as an attention signal,
followed by the broadcast mes-
sage.

Weather radios without the SAME
capability will alert for emergencies
anywhere within the coverage area
of the NWR transmitter. This typi-
cally covers several counties, even
though the emergency could be
well away from the listener.

To program weather radios with
the SAME coding you need to know
the 6-digit SAME code number for
that area. Call 1-888-697-7263 for
a voice menu which is TTY/TTD
accessible or go to the NWR Web
site at www.weather.gov/National
Weather Radio/CntyCov /National-
WeatherRadioAL.htm

Once you have the number, fol-
low the instructions that came with
your weather radio for program-
ming.
